We request that CALFIRE ascertain there be thorough oversight by CALFIRE staff and all responsible regulatory
agencies in all aspects of the review process, in order to protect Sheephouse Creek and its watershed from significant
environmental damage. We further request that these plans be denied should they fail to give quantitative accounting with
guarantee that no adverse environmental impacts will be made upon this important watershed.
